Volunteer Search:
Through the coordination of the Fondazione Claudio Buziol, we aim to put together an international community of volunteers who will contribute content to the section of the "There Is No Why Here" project, which will be dedicated to the theme of "Walls", in the sense of "separation barriers". (Fondazione Claudio Buziol will make available a number of resources including their website.) 

You can find a precise description of such barriers and a detailed list under http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Separation_barrier. We are interested in historical barriers (like the Great Wall of China) but we will very probably focus more on current, socially and politically relevant barriers, such as the West Bank Wall, the Peace Wall in Belfast, the USA-Mexico barrier, etc. Past, but still relevant barriers, such as the Berlin Wall, will be treated as current barriers.

The contributors should live in the proximity of such walls, so that they can physically reach them regularly and with negligible effort re time and resources. The only attributes required of the potential contributors are: a reasonable familiarity with the English language, the ability to keep in touch regularly by internet (Skype, for example) and the ability to record and send, via the internet, at least low-resolution digital audiovisual materials (photos, short videos, etc.). High-quality material is welcome, but the quality of the content has a stronger priority than that of professional or semi-professional equipment. For example, a normal mobile phone with video-recording capabilities and upload options could do the job, as a low-end requirement.

Contributors will keep in touch regularly with the artistic direction and the coordination of the project and send short videos, photos, texts, but also ideas, suggestions, etc. Although the artistic director and coordinator of the project will keep control of the contributions, the creativity of the contributors, in the context of the artistic and dramaturgic content, will be strongly encouraged.

Apart from the use of some content in the context of the "There Is No Why Here" project, the aim is to create an interactive, constantly developing, work-in-progress archive of materials on a large number of such barriers in the world. The materials will be regularly published online; different forms of publication (books, DVDs, etc.) will be determined according to the developments of the project.

Contributors can be private people but also organizations.

In principle, the initiative is on a voluntary basis; no financial compensation is provided at this stage for the contributions. The contributors will need to agree to the publication of their contributions in non-commercial form (for example in the Foundation's website) and under non-profit conditions in the "There Is No Why Here" project. Contributors will be properly credited in all phases of the project. In case the project develops with commercial implications, a new agreement will be negotiated with the interested contributors; although, at this stage, this prospect is far from being realistic.
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
